Age and skill appropriate activities are 

designed to meet the needs of the campers.  

 With a camper to counselor ratio of 4:1, participants will have 

a safe place among their peers with opportunities to work on crafts, 

play games, dance, go to Putt Dragon Golf, swim or play in the sand at 

DragonLand, use paddle boats on the lagoon, play the Wii, and go on 

field trips around the community! All new registrants are subject to an 

intake interview with parent/guardian or a recommendation from their 

Special Education Teacher.
